ÅA series of major earthquakes struck Haiti on 12 

January in the area around the capital, Port-au-Prince. 

The strongest of these occurred at around 1700 hrs 

local time and was reported at 7 on the Richter scale.

ÅThe earthquake has killed over 230,000 people and 

displaced more than 1.2 million people into 

spontaneous settlements and an additional 76,800 

people into organized sites.  An estimated 467,701 

people have migrated from Port-au-Prince to outlying 

departments, with the majority, about 162,000, going to 

Artibonite. 

ÅThe most affected cities are Port au Prince, Carrefour 

and Grossier (of which 40-50% have been destroyed), 

Jacmel (50- 60%) and Leogane (80-90%). Major damage 

had been reported to buildings, infrastructure, 

hospitals and schools. Communications are difficult: 

roads and bridges have been considerably damaged, 

as well as roads connecting rural areas to cities.

ÅThe United Nation multi-national response to this 

disaster has been organized into Clusters that are 

similar in construct, though not the same as 

Emergency Support Functions (ESF) in the U.S. 

National Response Framework.

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Å The emphasis of the relief effort is now on shelter, 

food, and sanitation.

Å On 14 Feb, the U.N. World Food Program (WFP) 

and partner organizations commenced coupon 

distribution in Kenscoff neighborhood for a two-

day food distribution beginning on 15 Feb. 

Å On 15 Feb, coupon distribution is scheduled to 

begin in Croix-des-Bouquets neighborhood for a 

four-day food distribution beginning on 16 Feb.

Å The Haitian Institute of Statistics and Information 

recently revised the pre-event population 

estimate of earthquake-affected areas from 

approximately 3 million people to more than 3.7 

million people, providing a basis for the Shelter 

Cluster to provide a more accurate indicator for 

shelter needs. 

Å Of the total identified affected population, the 

Shelter Cluster estimates that 1.2 million people 

require shelter assistance.

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THE GOVERNMENT OF HAITI (GoH)

Å The  establishment of a Task Force for Food Security in Haiti was announced on 12 February. The Task 

Force will support the government of Haiti in the implementation of a concerted, coherent and 

targeted, immediate and longer-term food security strategy that integrates agricultural production and 

social safety nets. 

Å GoH has resumed control of the airport during daylight hours. 

Å Officials plan to construct more sturdy transitional shelters that last up to three years.  

Å GoH plans to verify and approve Debris Management TF recommendations for debris removal and 

camp decompression.

Å GoH National Potable Water Authority (DINEPA)  presented an initial water quality monitoring plan for 

Port-au-Prince on February 11 to the WASH Cluster. The plan promotes:

Residual chlorine monitoring in the distribution network and water bladders at settlement site 

locations 

Microbiological testing of all water provided at private kiosks

Development of a baseline set of chemical and microbiological tests of wells and springs.

HEALTH CLUSTERHEALTH CLUSTER

Å In an effort to better coordinate work and manage information, the health cluster will 

dedicate two meetings a week to information management. 

Å There has been no significant rise in infections, although there has been a slight increase 

in diarrhea and urinary tract infections.

Å International Organization for Migration (IOM) had distributed emergency relief 

commodities to nearly 689,000 affected individuals, including 24,000 water containers, 

23,000 pieces of plastic sheeting, and 12,000 hygiene kits provided by USAID/OFDA.  

Nearly 40,000 additional water containers to benefit 100,000 people and approximately 

4,700 pieces of plastic sheeting to support the basic shelter needs of 23,500 individuals 

await imminent distribution by IOM and sub-partners.

Å The USAID/DART health advisor noted that the majority of new patients at the USNS 

COMFORT were admitted for routine surgical procedures rather than earthquake-related 

trauma.

ÅInclement weather could make access to clean water and dry housing a challenge. Already there are reports of

rainwater mixing with rubbish and urine at Champs de Mars. These sanitation problems will be exacerbated as

weather worsens.  



PUBLIC HEALTH
DISEASE REPORT ACTION

Acute respiratory 

infections

The Ministry of Healthôs surveillance system 

reports acute respiratory infections as the main 

cause of morbidity. 

The Health Cluster will continue to monitor morbidity rates to track 

whether the health situation is improving

Tetanus At least 14 cases have been reported.  As of 7 

February, a total of 10,000 people had been 

immunized against tetanus.

Tetanus is covered in the current vaccination campaign.

Measles In the past, Haiti has led several measles 

vaccination campaigns. The last one in 2007 was 

against measles / rubella for ages 1-19. The last 

case of indigenous measles reported in Haiti was 

in 2001. The current risk of an epidemic is 

relatively low, despite low rates of routine 

immunization coverage. 

3 cases from Jacmel are being investigated by MoH and measles 

is included in the current vaccination plan.

Diarrhea and urinary tract 

infections

There has been a slight increase. Continue to monitor for cases.

Malaria and Dengue Widespread in Haiti in the rainy season and the 

current conditions in which the displaced 

populations are living will increase the risks of 

outbreaks. 

PAHO/WHO is collaborating with the Ministry of Public Health to 

develop comprehensive programs in integrated vector control 

management and surveillance of vector borne diseases. A 

PAHO/WHO stock of 15,000 LLINs (long-lasting impregnated bed 

nets) is available for hospitals and health care centers to protect 

patients and families from vectors (mosquitoes, flies, etc). Priority 

is given to high risk areas as well as pregnant women or mothers 

with children under five.

GUIDANCE

It is important that pneumonia is recognized quickly and treated appropriately.  Risk factors in an emergency setting include bad ventilation in 

shelters, chilling in infants, and overcrowding. Priority should be given to early recognition and adequate treatment of pneumonia.  All children 

presenting with cough and/or difficultly breathing should be adequately assessed.  A WHO field manual on Communicable Diseases Control in 

Emergencies is located here.

PUBLIC HEALTH

Å Tarps and latrines are currently the main concerns. 

According to the UN, 25,000 more latrines are 

needed.

Å USAID/OFDA committed nearly $21.3 million to 

Catholic Relief Services (CRS) to support water, 

sanitation, and hygiene interventions and shelter 

and settlements activities for displaced persons in 

metropolitan Port-au-Prince.  CRS plans to 

construct temporary latrines and bathing areas and 

engage in debris removal and solid waste 

management benefiting 50,000 people.  This 

program will create more than 350,000 work-days of 

temporary employment through cash-for-work 

programs that engage individuals in shelter 

construction and WASH activities.

Å USNS COMFORT personnel have identified a 

number of community health care centers with the 

capacity to provide appropriate post-operative care 

for all but 20 to 30 of the patients upon discharge 

from the vessel.

Å Reports from medical teams continue to show a 

decline in trauma injuries requiring treatment but the 

need for overall medical care is rising. The 

USAID/DART health advisor noted that the majority of 

new patients at the USNS COMFORT were admitted for 

routine surgical procedures rather than earthquake-

related trauma.   The cluster is developing a referral 

system with a list of functional hospitals and contact 

details which will be available by the end of the week.

Å As of 12 February, the census onboard the USNS 

COMFORT is approximately 200 people.  In addition, 

health personnel aboard the ship performed 11 

surgeries on 12 February, bringing the total number of  

completed surgeries since the shipôsarrival to more 

than 1,000 operations.   

Å It has been reported that, as of 12 February, an interim 

medical after-care facility built by Marines and Sailors 

with Combat Logistics Battalion 24 in Port au Prince 

is currently capable of holding 400 patients in 43 

tents.  This total far exceeds the initial requirement of 

treating up to 250 patients arriving from USNS 

Comfort. Initially this facility, built on a former 

recreation area, will ease the strain on the USNS 

Comfort and other naval vessels that are at capacity 

for medical patients. Rotating those no longer in need 

of critical care on U.S. ships to an interim facility 

makes space for those still in need. The goal is for 

sites like this to replace ships and allow Haitian locals 

to return home.

Å Allowing patients to be completely rehabilitated  in such a 

facility can help them begin the return back to their lives in 

a safe  and healthy way.  A viable rehabilitation system will 

be crucial for the USNS Comfort to take on more critical 

patients and for the long-term recovery of injured Haitians. 

Å A reliable referral system will be necessary to help 

hospitals provide more efficient rehabilitative care and 

coordination.
